Proposal of the composition of the thesis scientific monitoring committee (comité de suivi scientifique de these, CSI) - 1st year of the thesis   
(Document to be sent before 1st June of 1st year of thesis)
In order to optimize the working conditions of PhD students, each doctoral student will have a Thesis Scientific Monitoring Committee (CSI). This committee must be made up of at least one HDR (Habilitation à Diriger des Recherches) expert, and include at least one people external to the Institutions. The CSI is valuable for the duration of the thesis.

The members of this committee cannot be the future rapporteurs of the thesis manuscript: The doctoral school considers that they are no longer "external" as understood in the law of May 2016. They can however be members of the jury. (decision taken during the Council of the Doctoral School of April 05, 2012). 
If the funding agency of the thesis (CNES, CNRS, ADEME, etc.) requires a different thesis committee, the composition rules can be adapted upon request.
Once a year, the doctoral student presents the progress of his work to the committee.
The interviews are organised in three distinct stages: 

- presentation of work progress and discussion (presence of the thesis supervisor(s) desirable)

- interview with the doctoral student without the thesis supervisor(s)

- interview with the thesis supervisor without the doctoral student
The committee completes the form "Scientific thesis monitoring committee report" downloadable at the following address: https://e2s.ubfc.fr/csi/. The members of the Committee as well as the doctoral student must sign this document. It will be attached to the re-registration file along with the document describing the thesis progress.
For a registration for a fourth year of thesis, the report of the committee must describes the reasons justifying the re-registration request.
